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1. Asia University (the “University”) has especially provided this Key Points as to respond to the society’s needs and the academic development trend, and to combine educational resources to offer students chance of diversified studies, and enhance students’ job opportunity and competitiveness for further study.
2. This Key Points applies to full-time university students enrolled since fiscal 2012.
3. To encourage students to take “cross-field program”, 12 credit-hours of graduation credits shall be reserved on top of 32 credit-hours in “general knowledge program”, “school’s basic program”, “departmental core program”, one “departmental elective educational program”, and “departmental free elective program” by all schools and departments.
4. A student may graduate if the required 128 credit-hours, including common knowledge program, toward graduation are successfully achieved and at least one “departmental professional elective program” is completed. Credit-hours earned from free electives in other curriculums or programs other than common knowledge program are recognized as graduation credit-hours.
5. Other than common knowledge program, which is to be designed by the Common Knowledge Education Center, the educational programs offered by all departments are divided into departmental basic program, departmental core program, departmental professional elective educational program, departmental free elective educational program, and cross-field educational program. The credit-hours rules for these educational programs are:
(1)  School Basic Program adopts the 3-21 credit-hour plan: the maximum credit-hours for Departmental Core Program shall adopt the 45 credit-hours plan, but the two combined must not exceed 48 credit-hours.
(2)  Combined credit-hours of school basic program and departmental core program exceeding 48 credit-hours as planned due to special situation may deduct credit-hours equal to the exceeding parts from departmental free elective program.
(3)  Departmental free elective program shall adopt maximum 21 credit-hours plan. Departmental professional elective educational program shall adopt 18-27 credit-hours plan, and, in principle, each department is to offer two, but if more are offered due to special reason, the respective department may not offer departmental free elective program.
(4)  Cross-field educational program shall adopt 15 credit-hours plan as principle and 9 credit-hours shall be of newly offered required programs. The remaining 6 credit-hours may be deducted from school basic program or departmental core program, unless otherwise the said program is a part of the cross-field educational programs announced by the Ministry of Education Affairs. In addition, study in other department’s departmental professional elective educational program is regarded as cross-field educational program. 

Exception of additions of credit-hours for the abovementioned programs or educational programs due to special reason is allowed only if the said addition is approved by the University’s curriculum committee.
6. Cross-field educational programs include school level, departmental level, and cross-university cross-field educational programs and entrepreneurship educational programs. For school level and university level cross-field educational programs, each school may offer up to 4 such programs and the leading school is responsible for the respective planning. For entrepreneurship educational program, the University is to assign an organization for general planning and implementation. The abovementioned school level cross-field educational programs shall require approval from department’s or school’s curriculum committee, Office of Academic Affairs, and finally the University’s President. Those who successfully complete the abovementioned cross-field educational programs shall receive certificate of accomplishment from the abovementioned leading school or the planning unit.
7. The required subjects for student studying minor and double major shall be determined by the respective department while complying with the followings:
(1) 「Minor」

In addition to the completion of 128 credit-hours for graduation, an educational program and 20 credit-hours or more earned from minor programs offered by other department are required.
(2) 「Double major」
In addition to 128 or more credit-hours for graduation, including one educational program, 40 credit-hours or more from study of double major program offered by other department are also required. Students attempting minor/double major programs shall comply with our University’s Key Points for Students Studying in Minor or Double Major Programs.
8. All schools and departments should help students to fully understand departmental professional elective and cross-field educational programs, and complete the investigation on an educational program as mentioned in Point 4 in this Key Points 14 weeks before the beginning of the students’ second semester of the first fiscal year for the Office of Academic Affairs to arrange course selection. Students who need to change the educational program abovementioned should file application for change to the respective department 14 weeks before the next semester, while approval is subject to the department authority. If approved, the application will be notified to the Office of Academic Affairs to follow up. The concerning review principles or operational regulation shall be provided by the respective department. 
9. All departments shall adopt the principle of “Freshmen year for establishing the foundation for career and exploration; sophomore year to senior year should focus on developing expertise” when planning their programs.
10. In addition to certify the degree offered by the respective department, a graduation certificate should also, depending on the educational programs achieved, describe the followings:
(1) The graduation certificates issued to those who have completed the professional elective educational programs of the department shall also mark “__ educational program as professional elective.
(2) The graduation certificates issued to those who have completed school level and university level cross-field educational program shall also mark “Cross-field: ___ educational program or entrepreneurship program.
(3) The graduation certificates issued to those who have completed Cross-university level educational programs shall also mark “_____ has completed the ____ educational program; a cross-university, cross-field study jointly offered by our University and _____ University.”

11. Adjustment or termination of educational program shall comply with Point 10 of our University’s “Key Points for Establishing Cross-School/Department Educational Program”.

12. The rules prior to amendment of this Key Points made in the 3rd school affairs meeting on Jun 12, 2012 shall be applicable to full time university students enrolling in our University from fiscal year 2008 through 2011. 

13. Issues not covered in this Key Points shall be governed by our University’s

14. This Key Points is passed in the school affairs meeting, approved by our University’s President before promulgation. Amendment shall follow the same.
